Prerak’s Annual Report shows the activities and programs conducted by the 

organization for the development of the tribals, vulnerable and marginalized 

section of the society across the 12 districts of Chhattisgarh namely 

Gariaband, Mahasamund, Baloda Bazar, Bilaspur, Raigarh, Kabirdham, 

Mohala-Manpur, Dhamtari, Kanker, Kondagaon, Bastar and Dantewada. 

Majority of the work of the Prerak was focused on providing handholding 

support to the tribal communities in getting their Community Forest Rights 

entitlement and across the 409 villages from 12 districts of C.G. which has 

been guaranteed under the Forest Right Act 2006. Apart from it focus has 

been done for the social and educational inclusion of children’s and youngsters with disabilities from 

Chhura block of Gariaband district and for the promotion of ecological farming practices with the 

small and marginalized farmers. 

Throw our efforts and team work we have been successful in providing the benefits of the Forest 

Right Act such as Community Forest Rights entitlement to about 32 villages, give trainings to about 

800 farmers regarding the ecological farming techniques, school enrollment of about 90 childrens’ 

with disability and referral of about 19 children’s with critical disability are provided with referral 

services at District hospital and AIIMS Raipur.  

Prerak is also running a free residential school at Rajim, District – Gariaband, C.G. for the children’s 

suffering with visual impairment, hearing impairment and with Intellectual disability. Through this 

school free education and rehabilitation of about 60 children’s has been done. I fee emense pleasure 

to announce that 28 special children’s from Saksham Divyang Vidyalay have participated in the 

Chhattisgarh State Level Paralympic sports event organized last year in December at Raipur, C.G. 

These 28 special students have successfully secured 19 medals including 05 Gold medal, 09 Silver and 

09 Bronze medals in different categories of sports such as race, long jump, shotput, high jump etc. 

Also through the Oldage Home named Siyan Sewa Sadan is running for 25 abandoned older person at 

village Bhilai from Gariaband district. Through Siyan Sewa Sadan free shelter, care, food, health 

services and recreational work has been offered to the abandoned older person. 

All these achievement would have not been achieved without the efforts of all our dedicated staff, 

volunteers and management committee who have made this possible for us.

The school is located at about 04 Km’s from the Rajim city and is equipped with separate hostels for boys 

and girls, mesh, wifi campus with cc tv camera, and with experienced and dedicated teachers and staffs.  

 

For the 2023-24 session, 60 special children’s were getting free education, care and food through the school.

 Teaching in Brail Language: With the support of highly experienced and educated special educators, 

teaching in brail language has been imparted to 28 visually impaired students throughout the year. They have 

been also taught on how to read and write in brail language. 

 Teaching in Sign Language: Education and teaching in sign language has been imparted to 26 visually 

impaired students. The students were taught on how to communicate and express their feeling with each 

other through sign language. 

 Teaching in pictorial and other form: Children’s suffering from Intellectual disability requires special 

attention, therefore education in pictorial form has been given to 06 students suffering from Intellectual  
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disability. 
 CG State Level Paralympic sports event: From 22nd December 2023 to 24th December 2023, Chhattisgarh State 

Level Paralympic sports event was organized in Raipur. From Saksham Divyang Vidyalay about 28 special 

students have participated in different sports events such as race, shotput, javelin throw, long jump etc. It is a 

very proud moment for Saksham Divyang Vidyalay that out of the 28 participants, 19 medals including 05 

Gold medal, 09 Silver and 09 Bronze medals have been secured by the participants in different categories of 

sports.  

   

 World Deaf Day Celebration – On 26th September 2023, World Deaf Day was celebrated at Gariaband, C.G. by 

District Social Welfare Department for celebrating the achievements of the person with deaf and to generate 

awareness in the society regarding the issues of the person’s suffering from deaf and about the government 

schemes prepared for the welfare of the person with deaf.  During the program events such as drawing, 

rangoli and dancing completion was organized for the students suffering from hearing impairment. About 15 

students from Saksham Divyang Vidyalay have also participated in the various competition and have won 

prizes in Ragoli, drawing and dance completion.  

 Ambeshwari have won 1st prize and Damini have won 2nd prize in Rangoli competition whereas Tharkesh 

Kumar have won 1st prize in Drawing completion followed by Devendra Kumar with 2nd position and Deman

A special care home name “Siyan Sewa Sadan” for abundant oldage person is running by Prerak from 2017 

onwards at village Bhilai, Pathamohada panchayat, District - Gariaband with the support of District Social 

Welfare Department, Gariaband, C.G. Total 25 oldage person lives happily in this oldage home. Through this 

oldage home proper care, shelter, food and health services have been provided to the 25 oldage persons.

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PROGRAM FOR CHILDREN’S AND YOUNGSTERS WITH DISABILITY 

Person with Disabilities often have lower education accomplishments, poorer health conditions, higher 

poverty rates and less economic engagement than people without disabilities. They are disabled not only by 

their bodies but by society as well. Disabilities are basically an umbrella term that covers impairments, 

activity limitations as well as participation restrictions. Impairment is considered as a problem in body 

structure or function; activity limitation is a difficulty that’s encountered by a person in executing an action 

or task whereas a participation restriction is basically a problem that’s experienced by a person in 

involvement in life situations. 

Persons with disabilities are considered as one of the marginalized groups in the whole world. They have the 

same kind of health needs like non-disabled ones for health screening, immunization etc. They may even 

experience a narrower health margin, both because of social exclusion and poverty, and even because they 

can be vulnerable to the secondary conditions like urinary tract infections or pressure sores. 

There are total 169 villages with 74 gram Panchayats in Chhura Block where intensive care services have 

been provided to 100 children’s suffering from disabilities and support services have been provided to about 

800 PWD’s. 

Intensive Services: 

Intensive services under the project interventions include door to door 

services to the children with special needs. Services are provided and 

monitored as per the direction and suggestion of the physiotherapist. 

Project field staff motivates and mobilizes through counseling and 

constant home visits to the family members. The services provided under 

intensive care are physical exercise, physiotherapy, daily living skills, 

educational interventions, socio- cultural interventions, school 

enrollment, social inclusion etc.  

Throughout the year intensive care services has been provided to 60 MR, 

31 CP, 28 visually impaired, 27 hearing impaired, 04 Mentally ill and 04 

children’s with multiple disabilities. As a result improvement in the health condition of 21 childrens have 

been observed. 

Educational Intervention: Regular home visit of about 26 children’s suffering from Hearing impairment and 

Intellectual disability have been done by the care giver and home based education were given to them. 
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School Enrollment: Throughout the year about 90 children’s with disabilities have been enrolled in the 

school and in the educational institute for getting good education.

Physiotherapist visit: Arrangement for the Physiotherapist visit at 

the home of 32 children’s with Cerebral Palsey from Mudagaon and 

Panduka cluster of Gariaband district was organized regularly. 

Physiotherapist also train our care giver so that they can also gave 

therapies and inputs to the children as per the instruction by the 

physiotherapist. In addition, the parents of children were told and 

instructed by the physiotherapist for doing exercise at home and time 

to time with the children for better results and improvement in the 

children. As a result of providing regular physiotherapy improvement 

has been seen in 06 childrens.  

Clinical Referral and Curative Service: Throughout the year referral 

services to about 19 children’s with disabilities have been done to the 

AIIMS 

and 

District Hospital. The physical and mental health 

checkup of all the 19 children’s were done by the 

health experts. The children got Blood test, EEG Test 

and EMR test checkup, and physical checkup etc. for 

their mental and physical improvement.  

Awareness generation session with PWD’s, their 

family and stakeholder and care givers such as 

AWW, ASHA: Regular meetings were organized across 

the village Mudagaon, Kutena and Sankara from Mudagaon and Panduka cluster with the families of PwD’s, 

village level stakeholder and care givers such as PRI members, AWW’s, ASHA and inform them about the 

types of disability, causes of disability and how to treat 

PwD’s with equality. 

Career guidance camp: A total of 04 Career Guidance 

camp was organized across the village Paduka, Lohjhar, 

Kurud, Kansinhgi and Kosambuda from Paduka and 

Mudagaon cluster through the year for the youngster 

with disabilities from 18 year to 25 years of age.  

• In these camps, a total of 162 participants including the 

children’s, youngsters and their parents along with the 

project staffs have participated. 
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• In these camps, the high schools, school children’s and PwD’s were informed about the different career 

options available for them in future and were also informed about the path of getting into these career. 

• During these camps, some of the college graduates, employed persons and college going students have 

shared their experience with the participants about the career path to the selected. 

• As a result of these career guidance camp about 162 participants along with their parents got proper 

information regarding the career options and the path to be followed by them in reaching to their career 

objectives.

On this day, all the staff of PRERAK along with 47 disabled children and youngsters were present from 

PRERAK.  On this day, at Gariaband district level Sports/game Competition organized by BRCC like race, high 

jump, shot put, jalebi race, rangoli and panting competition etc, in which the children of the PRERAK 

participated and 13 children’s have won the competition in different categories and have received prize for 

their exceptional performance.

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Gharaunda Centre is a shelter home for adults suffering from Autism, Cerebral Palsey, Intellectual Disabilty 

or with Multiple Disability. Gharaunda centre is running by Prerak at village Bhilai from Pathar Mohada 

panchayat from Gariaband District of Chhattisgarh state. This centre is located at about 4 Km’s before 

Gariaband. This is a free shelter home where the adults suffering from Autism, Cerebral Palsey, Intellectual 

Disabilty or with Multiple Disability has been provided free shelter, food, care, medical and recreational work 

for life long period. There are currently 25 adults staying in the Gharaunda centre and availing facilties from 

the centre. 

Activities conducted with the beneficiaries of the Gharaunda Centre: 

 Providing special education to the beneficiaries depending level of their disability. 

 Educate to the beneficiaries through play activities. 

 Providing social education and to work for the social inclusion of the beneficiaries. 

DARE TO TRUST - PROGRAM FOR THE EMPOWERMENT OF SINGLE WOMEN 

Dare to Trust Program was launched by Prerak from 01st May 2023 in about 75 villages from Mahasamund, 

Bastar and Gariaband district of Chhattisgarh specially for the empowerment of single women. Dare to Trust 

mean to have Confidence or faith to Trust someone. The program is categorised into 04 themes: 

 Udaan 

 Garima 

 Jago Bahini – Jago Didi 

 Swavalamban 

Udaan: “Udaan” is a hindi word whose meaning in english is “To Fly”. Under this theme Prerak has worked 

with about 200 school going children’s from Mahasamund, Bastar and Gariaband district. Throughout the 

year activities which have been done with 

the school children’s are as follows:

 Traditional vegetable seed support to about 300 families for the establishment of backyard kitchen 

garden so that they can get access to nutritious healthy food and also earn income from selling of the 

vegetables. 

 Organised training program with about 300 women’s regarding the NTFP harvesting protocol, 

processing, value addition, collecting marketing and access to market. 

 Awareness generation regarding the process of getting the benefits of the social security schemes and 

government schemes. 

Achievements: Social security benefit to about 103 womens have been given by the project staffs. 

Nutritional security of about 300 families have been improved through the establishment of backyard 

kitchen garden.  

Gender sensitization: Under this theme activities carried out were: 

 Gender sensitization meetings were conducted across the project area for the prevention of domestic 

violence against the women and to support women in their day to day household work. 

 Celebrated important day’s and conducted mass program such as celebration of International Women 

Day. 

PROMOTION OF ECOLOGICAL AGRICULTURE PRACTICES  

Prerak is working in about 20 villages of Gariaband with about 800 farmers for the promotion of ecological 

farming practices. In this regards frequent training program and workshops were conducted through the 

year with the farmers. 

 

Training program on the concept of ecological agricultural practices: Through out the year, 4 training 

programs with about 200 farmers regarding the concept of ecological agricultural practices have been 

organized. These training programs were conducted in village Pariyabahara, Mardakala, Kamepur and Jungle 

Dhawalpur. Through this program information regarding the basic concepts of the ecological farming, its 

importance and benefits were informed to the participants. 

 

Training program for the preparation of Bio-manure and Bio-pesticide: Bio-manure and Bio-pesticides 

are low cost, good for the crop health and are 

very easy to prepare. Training program for 

about 800 farmers across the 20 villages of 

Gariaband were organized with the help of the 

expert regarding the preparation of Bio-

manure and Bio-pesticides. During the program 

the participants were trained about the process 

of preparing Bio-manure such as Jivamrit, 

Ghan-Jivamrit, Amrit Ghol, Matka Khad and Bio-

pesticides such as Teenparni, Pachparni, 

Saptparni and Dasparni etc. 
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Cluster level training program with farmers 

regarding the climate change adaptation 

practices: 04 Cluster level training programs 

with about 200 farmers were organized 

regarding the climate change adapatation 

practices such as use of traditional seeds, line 

sowing, mixed cropping, row-intercropping etc. 

The farmers were informed about the 

adaptation practices which can followed in 

farming during the current scenario. 

 

Promotion of backyard kitchen garden: Traditional vegetable seed support to about 100 farmers from 

Gariband and Chhura block of Gariaband was done for the establishment of backyard kitchen garden. 20 

types of vegetable seeds such as tomato, cucumber, beans, capsicum, brinjal, pumpkin, spinach, fenugreek, 

bottle gourd, ridge gourd, bitter gourd, coriander, chilli, beetroot, carrot and radish were given to the 

farmers.  The vegetables grown in the kitchen garden can be used for the self consumptions be the farmers. 

Through the kitchen garden nutritional requirement of about 100 households were fulfilled through the 

nutritious green vegetable grown in the kitchen garden.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Follow-up activities with the farmers engaged in Goatry, poultry, fishery and NTFP collective 

marketing: Throughout the year monitoring and follow-up activities with 180 women farmers engaged in 

gaotry practices, 170 women poultry farmers, 100 farmers engaged in community fishing and 100 women 

farmers engaged in NTFP collective marketing was done by the project staff. Through home visits, technical 

assistance and guidance were provided to all the 550 farmers engaged in the gaotry, poultry, fishery and 

NTFP collective marketing. 
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VASUNDHARA TRADITIONAL SEED AND ECOLOGICAL FARMING CENTRE  

Vasundhara traditional seed and Ecological farming centre is located at village Bhilai, Gariaband district from 

C.G. This centre is established by Prerak for the conservation of traditional seeds and for providing trainings 

to the farmers regarding the promotion of ecological farming practices. In this centre, Prerak has conserved 

about 400 varieties of   traditional paddy seeds and about 100 varieties of vegetable seeds. At Vasundhara 
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centre, training and exposure visits of about 150 farmers from nearby villages were organized regarding the 

organic manure and organic pesticide preparation and to get the exposure regarding the climate change 

adaptation techniques and ecological farming practices such as use of traditional seeds, line sowing, mixed 

cropping, row-intercropping, use of organic manure and pesticides etc. 

 

SUPPORT TO THE TRIBAL COMMUNITIES IN GETTING CFR ENTITLEMENT AND 

MANAGEMENT OF FOREST AND NATURAL RESOURCES  
Forest Right Act 2006 was introduced by the Government of India in which the provision of 04 types of 

entitlement are there for the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers namely: 

 Individual Forest Rights (IFR) 

 Community Rights (CR) 

 Community Forest Resource Rights (CFR) 

 Development Rights  

Prerak has been working in about 369 villages from districts of Chhattisgarh namely Gariaband, 

Mahasamund, Baloda Bazar, Bilaspur, Raigarh, Kabirdham, Mohala-Manpur, Dhamtari, Kanker, Kondagaon, 

Bastar and Dantewada with tribal communities in providing handholding support and their capacity 

enhancement in preparing CFR claim, management of forest and natural resources and in getting their 

entitlement under the FRA 2006.  

Training program for tribal communities on the provisions of PESA and FRA: Throughout the year a 

total of 24 training workshops were organized across 

the 12 districts of Chhattisgarh on the provisions of 

PESA and FRA with the Forest Right Committee 

(FRC), Community Forest Resource Rights 

Management Committee (CFRRMC), PRI members, 

village youths, women and village leader. Through 

these workshop information was given to about 720 

members regarding the provisions of PESA, FRA and 

CFR claim process.  
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Handholding support to the tribal community in CFR claim preparation: Capacity building and 

handholding support to the about 150 Forest 

Rights Committee was done by Prerak regarding 

the CFR claim preparation including the process 

involved in the claim preparation such as 

preparation of Najari naksha, GPS mapping, 

identification of area, social and resource 

mapping, boundary marking, collection of 

written approval from the neighbouring villages, 

Oldage person statement, resolution from Gram Sabha and to submit the prepared CFR claim in SDLC (Sub 

Divisional Level Committee) and follow up process after the submission of claims to DLC. As a result CFR 

claim preparation of about 95 villages was done out of which 32 villages have received their CFR 

entitlement which is equivalent to about 19642.938 Hectares of land. 

Training to the Community on Plant - Diversity mapping: Plant diversity mapping is an exercise done to 

know the condition of forest, plants, diversity and the density of forest. Plant diversity mapping was in about 

89 forest villages in which a 20x20 metre area of about 06 patches in different elevation and area in a forest 

is selected. After the selection of the 

site counting of all the plants, herbs 

depending upon their size and 

varieties is done. At last mapping of 

all the plant species along with their 

numbers are drawn on a paper. 

Based on this exercise we come to 

know about the endangered species 

of plants in a particular forest and 

also get an idea about the density of 

the forest. The identified endangered species of plants are developed in the nursery which are then planted 

in the forest for the conservation. 

Nursery Development and Plantation: Nursery development in about 12 villages from 12 districts of C.G. 

was done throughout the year. In the nursery about 60230 Nos of plants having 43 Nos of Indigenous species of 

plants were developed. The plantation program was done 

in all the project villages with the involvement of Forest 

right committee members, CFRMC, youths and women 

groups.  Most of those areas where villagers plan to protect 

the community forest, plantation is initiating in that places 

for enhance the biodiversity of Natural resources. 482 Nos 

of Community get the financial benefits from the plantation 

program with a daily wage of payment for engaged in the 

nursery development and plantation activities. With the 

efforts of our project staffs we had a interface with the 

forest department and got 16300 Nos of plants in 3 Nos of 

our project districts and also submitted letter in other districts for the coming year plan.  
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Seed Collection and Seed Ball Making: Tribal communities from the project villages collected the 175  Species 

of wild seeds and the wild food from the community forest with the support of village peoples, women, youths, 

FRC  and CFRMC members. Due to the enhancement of plant density and bio diversity of the community forest 

with the plantation of endangered species, we had taken an innovative approaches with a collaborative decision 

with the tribal communities and provide the techniques of making the seed ball without any expenses , just use 

the soil and cow dong and put the wild seeds into the ball and after some days we kept  for little dry and in the 

starting of first rain all the community threw the  seed ball inside the forest  with the approaches this year we 

succeed to threw 42630 seeds balls in all the community forests of our project location where more than 15000 

plants is now  in the growing stage and it was a simple  process towards  the  plantation  and conservation of 

community forest.  
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Establishment of Indigenous Seed Bank: Seeds Banks is one of the most exchange and revival centre for the 

wild foods and forest seeds to promote the species and to grown the  NTFPs based livelihood enhancement for 

the tribal communities. 06 Nos of seeds banks were established during the year in Mahasamund, Gariaband, 

Kanker, Bastar, Bilaspur and Kabirdham Districts. 76 Varieties of species and pulses seeds are conserved in the  

indigenous seed banks.  

Haat Survey Work: For the pilot intervention toward the mapping the values of NTFPs and wild food from the 

forest of Chhattisgarh a study of 18 Haats from 31  vilages from 3 Districts namely Bastar, Dantewada and 

Kondagaon was conducted with the supports of Haat surveyor. 18 Nos of Haat and 31 Nos of Forest Villages  

covered in this study. Date was taken from 31 Village and 6605 Nos of  Household from the 3 District where we 

found 285 Nos of Species from the village. Most of the collected of wild foods and medicinal plants by the 

community are conserved whereas some of the  products are sold in the nearest market.  

The study suggest that about 305026220 Rs worth of NTFP’s are transacted from the selected 18 Haat. District 

wise   NTFPs coming from the tribal villages:

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District Level Interface Meeting: 12 Nos of District level program was conducted at the project location 

with a participation of 5324 (2245 Male & 3079  Female), PRI members, Officials from the line department  

and elected public representatives. District level workshop created a relationship  among the local CBOs and 

the PRIs to provide the handholding supports towards the community development plan and the 

strengthening of the community participation in all the stages towards the implementation of the PESA  in 

the 5th scheduled areas of the project location. The district administration and elected representative were 

also informed about the challenges or problems faced by the community during the implementation of the 

Forest Rights Act. During these meeting the local village peoples were also informed about the legal 

provisions of PESA Act and FRA and how these Act can provide benefits to the village commuitities. 

Activities conducted in 25 villages from Gariaband for provided benefits of CFR entitlement:  

 

 Provided handholding support to 15 villages in CFR claim preparation including the formation of FRC, 

boundary identification, resource mapping, nazari-naksha preparation, GPS mapping, bujurg kathan, 

resolution from Gram Sabha and submission of CFR claim at Sub Divisional Level Committee (SDLC).  

 Supported 675 village in preparing IFR claim and submitting it at SDLC level. 

 Supported in formation of Community Forest Resource Right Management Committee (CFRRMC) in 20 

villages and organized capacity building training programmes for them regarding the preparation of 

forest management plan.  
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 Throughout the year, 12,050 Seed Balls of 

Tamarind, Tori, Mahua, Tendu, Custard Apple, 

Jackfruit, Karanj etc. are prepared with the 

support of women SHG members and are thrown 

in the forest during the rainy season.  
 Also 2265 saplings were planted under 

MGNREGA near village pond, Panchayat office, 

School, Kitchen Garden, Anganwadi center with 

the support and intervention from Gram Sabha. 

 The project staff have also provided support to 

the village communities from 25 villages of 

Gariaband district in getting benefits of

With the members of youth groups meetings were conducted to 

generate awareness regarding the provision of PESA Act an Forest Right Act so that the youth 

participation will be increased in the CFR claim process. 

 Reconstitution of Forest Right Committee (FRC) and formation of Community Forest Resource Right 

Management Committee (CFRRMC) was done in about 7 villages. 

 Capacity building training programs for FRC and CFRRMC members on the topic of PESA, FRA and Forest 

Management plan was done for the effective management of the natural resources.
